SEND Teaching Assistant Grade 3 – 32.5 hours Term time plus 2 weeks
The post holder is required to support children with SEND in Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2. The Teaching Assistant will work under the direction of the Class Teacher.
Duties and Responsibilities

For the children you are working with, you will:

· promote the overall development of the individual child through all areas of learning

· contribute to the monitoring and recording of children’s progress throughout the curriculum

· promote positive relationships with parents

· support and encourage parents to become involved in educational activities

· have an awareness of the care and welfare of each individual child, reporting any concerns to the Headteacher where appropriate

· take a leading role in the planning and implementation of individual educational programmes

· support and advise other members of staff who work with those children

· be responsible for identifying resources needed for your work

· work with teachers to undertake planning and preparation of activities and resources

· managing health and hygiene needs

In addition you will:

· work as a member of the teaching team, being actively involved in planning and evaluation, curriculum review, school development target setting and staff meetings as appropriate

· contribute to a clean, healthy, safe environment for the children

· promote confidence, independence and social skills

· contribute to creating a stimulating and aesthetically attractive environment which meets the specific needs of the children, including the careful and valued presentation of the children’s work.

The post holder will also undertake such other duties which may, from time to time be allocated, commensurate with the grade of the post.
